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The partnership between the USPTA Intermountain Division 

and the USTA Intermountain Section was launched in 2005 in 

an effort to increase participation of new tennis players. The 2.5 

Initiative rewards pros with $200 for every new USTA Adult 

League 2.5 team comprised of more than 50 percent of new 

players or $10 for every new player not on a new team.  In ad-

dition to financial rewards, each pro that recruits a new player 

is entered into a drawing to win a trip to the U.S. Open or the 

USPTA World Conference on Tennis.  In 2010, 22 different 

USPTA professionals in the Intermountain Division reported contributions to the 

growth of the game by recruiting over 200 players to participate on 32 new 2.5 

teams in USTA League Tennis Adult Division. Over the last six years, 75 different 

Intermountain pros have participated in the pro-

gram.  On August 3, 2010 the drawing took 

place to determine trip winners.  Congratula-

tions to Adam Kahn (Colorado) and Suzette 

Riddle (Colorado).  Adam won the US Open 

trip and Suzette the trip to the USPTA World 

Conference on Tennis.    

 

The 2.5 Initiative is set to continue in 2011 and 

we look forward to another  

successful year!!  Be on the lookout for  

information and take part in this  

win-win program.

Tennis iPhone Application  
By Chip Hudson and Eric Deines  

Hello Tennis Peoples!! 

 

Come with me on a magical journey into the world of My Tennis Stats.  Hand crafted by Coloradoôs own Chip 

Hudson and Eric Deines, this iPhone application is a great way to acquire some concrete feedback for yourself 

and your students.  Able to handle most any match format, including eight game pro-sets and doubles, this 

easy to use app will give you the true stats of a match, bringing the real super hero-like parts of your game 

(your giant forehand with 35 winners) and your REAL arch nemesis (your 140 mile per hour first serve going 

in only 20 percent of the time) to light. 

 

No need to take baby steps here.  Plug in match format, playerôs names and BANG! OFF YOU GO!!  The 

screens are easy to navigate, but do take a few games to get used to especially if you are charting a match with 

short points.  The cool thing about this app is its ability to evaluate aspects of your game such as what serves 

were most effective (wide, T, or body) and the number of winning serves hit to that spot.  My Tennis Stats can 

also track what wing you are hitting your winners off of and the unforced errors from that side.  Once you get 

rolling itôs money!   

 

I often ask my kids how they served in a match or how many 

unforced errors they made.  The answer is usually as simple 

as ñgoodò or ñbadò as the Flight of the Concords would 

say ñBe more constructive with your feedback, please.ò 

When I dig deeper and ask for a true percentage the num-

bers they come up with are usually far from reality, and 

more like a wonderful land filled with rainbows, unicorns, 

and rivers flowing with chocolate pudding.  Last week 

one of my juniors finished a set and came off the court to talk 

to me.  I asked how he thought he served and as usual 

his response was ñgood.ò  After asking what he thought his 

first serve percentage was he came up with 70 percent.  I 

showed him the actual stat which was 40 percent.  He was 

stunned!!  He was sobbing, oké he wasnôt sobbing but he 

was stunned none the less.  He had lost the match 5-7, a narrow margin.  We discussed taking some pace off 

and adding a bit more thought to where he was placing the ball (My Tennis Stats showed that his opponent had 

missed 83 percent of all backhand returns but he had only served there 6 times!!!!)  After a week of practice 

focused on serving a high percentage overall and a well placed serve to the backhand, he played the same kid 

again the following week.  His first serve percentage rocketed to 65 percent and he hit a whopping 14 serves to 

the opponents backhand forcing 9 errors.  He won the match 6-2 yeahhhhhh!!   

 

We all know the tale of most matches, the player with the most unforced errors will lose the match.  We also 

know that a high first serve percentage lowers the likelihood of double faults and often puts the server in a po-

sition to become the early aggressor in a point.  My Tennis Stats is a great way to get the real scoop on these 

important stats so your practices can be better focused and more productive.  This app is the REAL DEAL
